Journey to Frankfurt (Oder) via Berlin





By TRAIN


You have the option to board the „Regionalexpress“ leaving for Frankfurt (Oder) at all four main stations in Berlin (Zoologischer Garten, Friedrichstraße, Alexanderplatz and Ostbahnhof). Please read further information about this Regionalexpress RE1 on the next page.





By AEROPLANE


There are three airports in Berlin (Tegel, Tempelhof and Schönefeld) from which you can reach the city centre quite conveniently by using the public transport service. 


Berlin-Tegel: If you land at Tegel airport please board the bus number X9 that departs in front of the main hall to the main station Zoologischer Garten. There you can take the Regionalexpress RE1 to Frankfurt (Oder) (see next page). 


Berlin-Tempelhof: If you arrive at Tempelhof airport please take the subway (U-Bahn) number U6 (direction Alt-Tegel). You travel six stops to the main station Friedrichstraße where you change to the Regionalexpress RE1 to Frankfurt (Oder) (see next page).


Berlin-Schönefeld: If you land at Schönefeld airport, which is situated just outside of Berlin, you have two options to reach the city centre. One of the choices is to take the S-Bahn number S9 (direction Westkreuz); travel for 11 stops to Ostbahnhof. The faster alternative is to board the „Airport Express“ RE4 or RE5 (direction Berlin-Spandau) at Schönefeld airport. The „Airport Express“ departs twice an hour at either 11 or 13 minutes past each hour (XX:11 or XX:13) and always 40 minutes past each hour (XX:40) (first train in the morning at 5:13am, last train at night 1:21am). This train takes you to the main station Ostbahnhof where you take the Regionalexpress RE 1 to Frankfurt (Oder). 


After your arrival please buy a ticket (Nahverkehrsticket) of the „ABC“-category that you can purchase from every bus driver or ticket machine in the subway stations. 


With the REGIONALEXPRESS RE1 from Berlin to Frankfurt (Oder) 


The Regionalexpress departs from 6am until 8pm from Berlin to Frankfurt (Oder) at regular intervals that are listed at the bottom of the page. You can buy the ticket for the Regionalexpress either at the counter in the train stations listed below or with a surcharge of DM 5 directly from the conductor on the train. The purchased ABC-ticket is valid within the borders of the city, so you only need a ticket from „Fangschleuse to Frankfurt (Oder)“ for the Regionalexpress.

Frankfurt (Oder)





Walking from the train station to the conference place (Flachbau of the university) takes approximately 15 minutes. You can also take the tram (number 6 – direction Europa-Universität, 3rd stop Europa-Universität) or a taxi at the station’s entrance area. The listed hotels are also close by (see city map).
